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» Therefore, specific measures are necessary and there is a need
of education in the educational institutions regarding the fact
that, computer programs, information and databases are works

protected by copyright, including the consequences that follow
after the violation of these rights.

» Thus, schools and universities are committed to teach students
how to become ethical users of information and ideas.

» It is our responsibility not only to educate students in the
research process of writing and proper documentation, but also

to keep these students responsible for honest work.

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» Plagiarism is defined as:
e Copying another person’s ideas and/or works,
whether intentional or not,entirely or only a part, from
a print or non-print source, and using those ideas or
works as one’s own.
e Deliberate and/or consistent lack of proper
documentation and citation in the project or paper.

» Any form of academic dishonesty by plagiarism is a
serious offense. It is therefore essential that each
student to understand the standards of academic

onesty, and how plagiarism can be avoided.

» Submit authentic work;

» Follow the project instructions and deadlines assigned by the teacher;
» Ask questions and seek help from appropriate persons
